4. Community Engagement: The collaboration between the NSS and Tehsil Office fostered a sense of
community involvement, with volunteers enthusiastically participating in raising awareness. The
camp was also visited by local community leaders, who appreciated the effort.

5. Ease of Access: By bringing voter registration services directly to the community, the camp removed
the barriers that many rural and marginalized individuals face when accessing government services.
